Quick Minds 3 for Ukraine. Activity Book. Reading Time 3

Warm-up

1. Read and join in the words. 

Pre-reading

Hand out two cards to each student.

Read the words randomly and ask students to raise 
the appropriate card.

Count their points! One correct answer – one point.

Ask your students what their favorite color is.

Say that yours is green.

Propose to take green pencil, and their favorite colored pencil.

Tell the students to connect all the “ee” words with a green line, 
and all “ea” words with another colored line. 

You can do it in a form of competition “who is first”.

Ask students to look at the pictures of two teachers.
 
Which subject do they teach?

Discuss with the students why it is hard to understand the second teacher’s subject? 
(Because she hasn’t got anything in her arms, we don’t see the classroom…)

Share the cards with the following text.

Ask students to find five mistakes there.

My name is Masha. My class teacher’s name is Mr Olena. She’s thin. Her hair is blonde 
and curly. Her teeth are green. My sports teacher’s name is Mr Oleh. She’s got a beard. 
His ears are big and his eyes are white. He can run very slowly.

Give your students 5 minutes to match the parts of the sentences. 

Then, ask them to take turns adding “and” to each sentence and say one more fact about 
the teacher. For example: Miss Olena has got curly hair and green eyes. 

Ask your students to read the text and circle the ‘ea’ words with their favorite color 
and underline the ‘ee’ words with green.
